Supporting your child with writing at CCI
At CCI we aim to provide opportunities for children to learn to write that both excite and motivate them. We are keen to ensure that all children develop as enthusiastic, independent writers as it is an important lifelong skill.  
We have created this document as a guide to support your children at home.  Over the coming two terms, we will be sending home spelling practise as this will support your children into the transition to year one and also embed their phonics learning.  This is not something that we will be testing but as much as you are able to do at home, will support that school – home partnership.  In this guide we provide ways to: support fine motor skills, build formation practise, ways to practise spellings and also exciting opportunities to develop factual writing and story writing at home.  
Please share what you do with your child at home by either logging into Evidence Me and uploading pictures or by emailing pictures to your class teacher so that we can celebrate the hard work that your child is doing.  
Remember that you are the role model for your children.  They will value writing if it is something that you value and nurture.  Show them when you are writing and why you find it important in your everyday life.  Much like reading, make it one of the activities that you do with your children – support them to compose a text message or write an email, send postcards to family, letters to friends, write lists, write recipes.  Many of our children at school say that they only ever see mummy writing -    so it is really valuable that dad is also seen as a writer.
Ultimately, we all want to engage your children with writing and make it fun.
