38/20 Welcome and Apologies 

Welcomed everyone to the meeting.

RB to book in some time with GJ to monitor the data in T6.   JW noted it has felt different with there being fewer data points throughout the year.  AM stated the moderating of writing and maths in between and the pupil progress meetings have helped. 
During the next S&C, due to no more data available, children’s books will be monitored and share the progress.  Writing for PP children will be looked at.  Writing lead may also come along. 
44/20 Heads Report
Noted DH put the data together into the report, which looks at attainment and progress children are making.  Also looked at with SLT having done basic analysis and spotted areas of concern which were due to inaccuracy and since corrected.   Moderating session held with the local hub regarding writing. 
Concern regarding PP children in EYFS and Y1, as barriers such as attendance and social issues are having a big impact but are making good progress.  Overview given of PP children and the reasons they are added to the PP register.  
Noted PP children in Y2 are doing very well and most would have been in school during Covid in smaller groups which had a big impact on progress. 
Staff member doing smaller group teaching for children who are just below the standard, focussing on writing.
Governor noted by doing monitoring it’s evident the children who need more support than others. 
Currently a gender gap in EYFS where boys are outperforming girls. Head noted there is evidence behind subjects such as maths and science where boys play more stem type games such as Lego and Minecraft which is helpful with solving patterns with shape for example.  Also, most PP children in EYFS are girls which is affecting the data.
Governor noted in the past after analysing the data, girls often tend to be stronger than boys in these subjects.  
The new curriculum has opened experiences to all children. 
Science deep dive occurred and visit note shared with Governors. 
Teaching has been brilliant and consistent across the school throughout the year.  Everyone is working towards measurable targets, and it linked directly to the data.
Review of the curriculum has been done.  Children have talked about their floor books.  Elements to still work on such as at the end of challenges ensuring the evidence for children is there and they can reflect on their learning.
Enrichment day coming up for personal development of the children and broadening their experiences, such as cookery, gardening, and musical theatre. 
Governor queried the plan for the laptop and library area.  Head confirmed IT equipment has been removed.  LA are assisting with the flooring and redecoration.  School will fund the library to be kitted out and hopeful this will be completed by the new academic year. 
Writing deep dive currently occurring, which is a focus.  Pupil conferencing with the children’s books, book scrutiny, consistency, feedback, and progress will be looked at. 
Governor noted following the FS&P meeting last week, the budget is looking healthy and supports all the changes the school are making. The school is receiving extra funding as well as fundraising being done by the friends.
45/20 SEN & PP
Governor met with SENCO to discuss the data.  Lots of SEN children are on support plans with their own targets to work towards.   These were reviewed and clear the children are making progress in all areas.  The provision is good in class and the children are well supported.  PIVOTS was discussed to see if low attaining children might need this, which is a small steps programme.   Discussion regarding rehousing of PP children and the impact on attendance and why off rolling occurs.  
Forest school occurs every week and is focussed on PP children with a different cohort each term.  The children really benefit from this in terms of confidence, social skills, and life experience.
